TREASURER’S REPORT

Treasurer’s Report 2010

It gives me pleasure to report on the Glebe District Hockey Club’s financial position as at 31 October 2010
and its financial operations for the past year. The Club remains in a strong financial position. The result for
the year was a Profit of $13,116 (2009 — Profit of $8,925).

Player Fees were increased by a moderate amount in 2010. However, Men'’s fees and Women'’s fees
declined, reflecting a decrease in player numbers. There was an increase in Member’s and Junior’s fees
with higher numbers, but the junior carnival was unfortunately again cancelled due to bad weather. Fee
collection remains difficult and time consuming in respect of some players, which is disappointing.

Sponsorship, Donations, and Other Income was comparable to prior year and plan. We continue to receive
great financial support from long term sponsors, such as the Toxteth Hotel, and Galuzzos. The year also
featured ongoing assistance from Just Hockey; the return of sponsorship from Chemika; and assistance
from the Aussie Home Loan programme (where a payment is made to the club when members meet with
Aussie Broker George Ribarovski to discuss home loans). Other revenues decreased, including reduced
takings from Bunning’s BBQ'’s.

Social Functions and Raffles income (net of associated costs) was reduced when compared to 2009. The
highlights were the 80th anniversary function (which was run at a small loss), the presentation function, and
the increasingly successful club raffle. Unfortunately, there was no band night held during the year.

Bar Trading was down slightly versus 2009. The clubhouse bar is well organised, featuring a variety of food
and drinks at reasonable prices. At times the takings were impacted by wet weather, which reduced the
attendance and amount of training and game days. This was offset by a variety of small social events,
especially early in the year.

Equipment Trading is considered a service to players and is not expected to be very profitable. The current
year’s loss related to write offs (with certain uniforms intended to start to be replaced from next year), and
stock adjustments. A 3" party was utilised to purchase some stock items, which led to a small commission
and lower levels of stock on hand at the end of the year.

Interest Income was comparable to budget and increased when compared to 2009, as interest rates became
more normalised in the 2" half of the year, following low rates in the prior year and 1% half associated with
the GFC.

Playing Costs reduced when compared to 2009, featuring a significant decrease in Men’s and Women’s
costs (with lower association costs due to reduced numbers), offset partially by an increase in Junior’s costs
(due to higher numbers). Women’s costs featured the release of a prior year accrual (no longer required),
offset slightly by increased umpiring costs.

Other Expenses other than Playing Costs and Social Function costs were substantially lower than budget
and prior year. In 2009, there was a number of one off factors including the repair of the clubhouse fridge;
electronic record keeping (to match a prior year grant); web site costs; and costs relating to the new
clubhouse premises. There were no turf and legal costs, or repairs and maintenance during the year.

In Summary, fee revenues continue to be exceeded by playing costs. The Club remains profitable due to
other revenue sources, such as investment income, bar trading, sponsorship, and fund raising. Investment
revenue began to recover during the year as interest rates increased. The Club needs to be financially
viable, yet keep fees as low as possible and competitive with other clubs. The membership needs to
become more active in securing and maintaining sponsorship, and in supporting fund raising activities.

Thank You to the large number of members who have contributed to the financial operations of the Club.
This includes those who have collected fees, raffle, canteen, equipment, and social function income, and
collated invoices and other expenses, and contributed to the banking of monies. Amongst a large group, |
would like to highlight the efforts of Helen Howe, Alex Gladding, Angela Phillips, Josie Barron, Bobby Taylor,
Danny O’Brien, Adam Campano, Milcho Klimoski, Andrew Goodrick, Mark Noller, lan Paterson, Adrian
McKeown and the workers in the Canteen during the year.

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CLUB CAPTAINS REPORT

PREMIER DIVISION/1% DIVISION

Question: Was 2010 a successful year for the Glebe Men’s club?
Answer: In terms of 1% grade success, which the club essentially measures itself on — No. In terms of lower
grade success and the development of junior players into senior ranks — a resounding ‘Yes'.

At the time of writing, Glebe had just won premierships in 6" Grade and in the U/17B Division. The mighty
6ths were the form side all season and were able to take their game to another level, beating favourites
Moorebank-Liverpool three consecutive times in 4 weeks to take the flag. The team had a great core of
characters, including some ex-1%' graders to recent ex-8" Graders. The team won the Grand Final
convincingly 6-1.

The U/17’s, which was a combined side with Briars, as neither club had enough players to field a full side,
were far and away the best team in the U/17s B Division. The team included 7 Glebe juniors, 3 of whom
played senior hockey also full-time throughout the season. We hope to see the remaining four join the senior
ranks in 2011. The U/17s won their Grand Final against Ryde convincingly 3-0.

The 7" Grade team, coached/managed by Milcho Klimoski, with many of its gun players dropped to 6™
Grade, had a tough season but in the end were unfortunate to miss out on the semi-finals, given they had a
number of games they should have won which they had stolen from them in the latter stages of the game.
Not having a full squad available during the first half of the season did not help their cause, but the addition
of a couple of Glebe juniors and the occasional ring-in helped steady the ship.

4" and 5" Grades had very difficult seasons. With no disrespect intended to the players who represented,
but a number of them were probably not quite up to the level (yet) required to compete with many of the
stronger teams in these grades. For much of the season, the players did not really seem to gel with one
another on the field and complement each other’'s game, possibly due to a distinct lack of leadership which
senior players with high grade experience can inevitably provide a team (see Danny, George & Johnny in 6"
Grade; Aaron Oman & Pete Busch in 3" Grade). The boys suffered a bit from not having these types of
players be able to assist them with improving their respective games. Also, 4™ grade on occasion had to play
other club’s 2™ grade sides, while 5" Grade had to play other club’s 3" grade sides on a regular basis, and
on occasion their 1st Grade sides - a tough proposition by anyone’s standards.

However, both teams finished strongly with 4™ grade having some fantastic wins and draws against much
higher ranked sides, and with the exception of the final round abomination, 5" Grade finished strongly too,
winning a couple of hard fought games. With a number of juniors coming into the senior ranks in 2011 and
fingers crossed, the return of a couple of key senior players (Ken Wark Jnr, where are you?), the club should
be in a better position to provide a better balance in these two squads.

3" Grade should have won the competition and unfortunately did not even qualify for the semi-finals.

Despite having the second best attack and fifth best defence, the team suffered from recording an incredible
8 draws, all of which Glebe had led until the latter stages of the game. Manly, who ended up winning the
Grand Final convincingly 4-0 against Sutherland, lost one and a very fortunate draw against a Glebe side,
who were clearly their superior on both round games played. The team was a terrific mix of experience, up
and coming talent and some returning talent. Regardless of the incredible strength of this competition (up to
the last round 8 sides were competing for semi-finals spots), Glebe should have done so much better. A
season of missed opportunities.

2" grade started the season extremely brightly under new co-coaches, Mick Bougoukas and Dean Morrow,
and were leading the competition about 8 rounds in. Then came a horrible mid-season form slump, which
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produced a number of poor results against bottom ranked sides. The team rallied towards the end of
season, but with a number of injuries to crucial players and other key players being elevated to 1% Grade,
the boys just missed out on a semi-final spot following their last round winner takes all match against
Moorebank-Liverpool. Moorebank went on to be destroyed by Sutherland in the Grand-Final. | am sure
Glebe would have ensured a much tighter contest had they got there. The club will need to look at ways of
keeping the player’s motivational levels high in the mid-season when the cold weather comes on, in order to
avoid a repeat performance next season.

1% Grade should look at the results of the back end of the season where they defeated or drew with every
team in front of them on the table, (except for a loss to Bankstown), and work their arses off in the off-
season and pre-season so that they can be at the level of fithess required to honour wearing and playing in
a Glebe first grade shirt. From good fitness, good results will follow. The side experimented with a number of
different playing systems during the year to counter various teams, and in many cases it paid off, especially
when the application and fitness level was there for players to perform their respective roles.

The new coach, Dean Benfield, put 100% into the season, in all aspects of the players training and match
preparation. Next season there will be a lot of pressure by some of the existing 2" graders to push for 1%
grade spots, so hopefully there will be more competition, which will result in players having to work towards
attaining a higher performance level than to what they are used to. As usual, Alistair Cullen and Matt Wark
led the side with passion and distinction, along with commendable contributions from Andrew Cheong and
Aleks Manou. More importantly, the team needs to learn how to win games when Michael Wark is not
available.

This year, | was ably assisted in my position by Adrian McKeown, the Assistant Club Captain, who showed a
keen enthusiasm to help out in any capacity. Aido is a great mate and a great attribute to have back at the
club after a 10 year absence from hockey. Aido was able to give a more personalised service to the lower
grades, which proved beyond me in my first year in the job in 2009. There is now in place a smooth and
effective system of liaison and correspondence between the players and the two Club Captains, which is
useful for speedy resolution of a variety of issues as they come to hand.

Thanks again to Danny O’Brien, who acted as my voice to SHA in expressing any concerns or making any
enquiries as they would inevitably come up. Thanks to Mark Noller for his work in creating the joint Glebe-
Briars venture in the U/17s which netted a premiership and his overall work in moving the Glebe club ahead
in a progressive and inclusive manner. Hopefully, from a personal level, two achievements that we can help
celebrate at the end of next season will be, the return of the Glebe Junior Carnival and the implementation of
a mixed sex U/17’s competition.

Thanks to Googa also for the incredible amount of time he puts into the club at every level. The club owes all
these guys a massive debt of gratitude. Thanks to Dean Benfield for his efforts this year, particular in starting
the process of professionalising the club’s attitude and approach towards high performance training and skill
development. Dean’s initiative to purchase a ball machine was recently supported by Sydney City Council
who have provided a $5000 grant for its purchase, which will help develop our current crop of goalkeeping
talent as well as help some of our existing field players (mostly the strikers) with trapping balls at speed.
Dean also helped with training the U/17s on occasion and freely provided his equipment for their training.

Glebe had only a small number of personnel involved in representative team in 2010. Mark Paterson looks
to have prolonged his life as a Kookaburra following a successful Champion’s Trophy campaign in Germany
and subsequent recall to the National Senior Squad. Mark has now left Australia to begin playing hockey as
in Belgium — the club’s first professional hockey player | would think. Matt Wark had a strong comeback from
injury to become an important part of the NSW side, alongside Mark, which came 2" in the National Hockey
League, only losing to the red hot Queensland in a one-sided final.
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Ross Bougoukas also achieved representation for Northern Territory at the Australian U/21 Championships
after narrowly missing the cut for the NSW team. Ross, Aleks Manou & BJ Bruton also represented Sydney
1 at the State Championships. Part of Dean Benfield’s future plans will be to motivate and encourage
players in a bid to increase representation at a higher level. It was not so long ago Glebe had 7 players in
the NSWIS program at Homebush. Congrats also to Aaron Oman (Assistant Coach) and Dean Benfield
(Video Technician) who reprised their 2009 roles in the NSW Men’s team.

Glebe was also highly successful in responding to a direction from SHA to provide a number of identified
players for training to become accredited umpires. Indeed, Stefan Madycki was accredited as a fully badged
umpire in August and a number of other identified players will be assessed in early 2011. In addition to this,
a number of volunteers undertook a NSW Hockey umpiring course during the early season and completed a
subsequent theoretical exam, so hopefully SHA will look to assess and accredit these candidates also in the
near future. Glebe is certainly doing its best at being pro-active in helping to boost grass roots development
of hockey at all levels.

| believe that 2010 was a successful year on many levels and certainly the infrastructure is firmly in place for
a new era of premiership glory to return to the mighty Glebe club in the not so distant future. Certainly, there
was a spirit of self-belief forged in all the grades by the end of the year that on any given day, we are a

match for any of the other hockey clubs in Sydney, if everyone puts the work in and plays to a common plan.

While the season was very tough for me in my role as Club Captain, particularly with my various other
commitments, and to be honest, I'm now fairly glad that the season is finally over, it was still very rewarding
on many levels. | hope that everyone took something positive from the 2010 season and hope that you are
all prepared to put in a little bit of extra commitment next season to keep the club moving forward in the right
direction.

The lower grades played terrific hockey in 2010 and as usual, there was great camaraderie shown between
the teams. With planning well under way for training to begin early in the new season, the lower grades
teams are hungry for improved results in 2011.

Whilst 4th and 5th grades ended up 9th of 11 teams, they were certainly improving towards the end of the
season.

And thirdly, Glebe were able to
capitalise more than Moorebank in the area of drawing from both ends of the playing spectrum. Older
legends of the game such as Danny O’Brien, Andrew Googa Goodrick and David “Chuck” Rochester played
alongside fresh hockey talent coming up from the junior ranks, with the likes of Tim De Weerd and Dion
Condack sure to make a splash in the years to come.

Overall as the coach of this team | am pleased with the progress many players made this year and | believe
we have taken great steps towards re-asserting our long standing dominance of this competition.

Right from the start of this year’s campaign we were acutely aware of the need to make this a year for re-
building the strength and depth of the club’s top players as we had lost a considerable amount of experience
in the senior members who have moved on this year.

The objectives | set for the playing group this year were fairly general in nature. | wanted players to improve
on their fundamentals such as receiving skills and elimination skills, although this will be an ongoing
process.

By paying more attention to specific details in their basic skills, players were able to reduce the number of
unforced errors as individuals and with this begin developing a set of more technical skills that would allow
them to attain a higher standard of play as a team.

Greater emphasis was put on players taking personal responsibility for achieving and maintaining a suitable
level of fitness throughout the season. In an effort to give the players a deeper understanding of the game,
players were encouraged to be more analytical in their approach and to be creative by thinking outside of
the square both on the field and in training.

Also an effort was made to develop specialist skills across the entire playing roster as recent trends have

shown ‘Set Plays’ are providing some the best opportunities to win games for those teams who execute
them well.
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All but a few players adopted the group objectives into their own personal objectives for the year and those
players showed improvement in many areas. The players who did not take responsibility for their fitness and
did not take steps prevent fatigue injuries over the course of the season missed many games and this added
to the pressure to perform felt by other team members.

A disturbing trend has appeared over recent years with players taking their annual leave and missing games
often when it is most critical to keep winning games, while it is essential that people take to time to relax and
unwind whenever the opportunity is there | would hope that the impact on the team can be minimized as
much as possible.

Some of the younger players gave a glimpse of the great potential they have, chiefly Alex Manou who
played a lot of very good hockey in the defence at both outside half and full back. Ross Bougoukas also
showed great improvement with his ball control skills as did Josh Laspina. Goal shooting in general
throughout the team needs to be addressed before next season and this is something | intend to target with
focus group sessions right through the summer. Hopefully we should see an improved conversion rate from
the guys next year.

Andrew Cheong has established himself as a tremendous utility player in both an attacking and defensive
capacity | think with some more work on defensive skills he may be able to make a name for himself in NSW
hockey circles.

Chris Holmes played well all year in 2™ grade and | think exceeded everyone’s expectations in the games
he played at left half in 1% grade taking out player’s player on debut. | think he has announced his arrival into
top level hockey and will make a strong bid for a permanent 1% grade position next year.

lan Patterson had a disrupted year, plagued by niggles all year and missing games through injury brought
on by fatigue. This is a major concern for me as he is key member and part of the leadership group this year.
His contributions throughout the year were invaluable to the performance of the team and if he can
overcome these issues he will continue to have tremendous impact for years to come.

Michael Wark began the year well but his absence mid-season made it very difficult for the team to maintain
the momentum needed to keep us in touch with the front runners. It took Michael a few games to warm up
again on his return but he did find his touch again he finished the season well, scoring goals in the last 5 or 6
games that secured wins against teams that finished above us on the table.

Tony Wark made a triumphant return to Glebe hockey, cementing his spot in 1% grade with consistent good
performances and he has shown a good skill set to make a formidable inside forward or mid-fielder. Pat
Casey again put everything into his hockey this year and from the beginning he performed well. He too
struggled with injuries late in the year making it difficult to keep up with fast pace being set by our opposition
but his persistence and determination would make him a sound addition to the defence all the same.

Alister Cullen and Matthew Wark both proved invaluable throughout the year, both dominating their
opposition in almost every encounter. Alister did a commendable job as captain this year and lead by
example in everything be it matches or training sessions. | was also quite pleased with Stephen Madisky’s
performance this year and | think we got some very good results off the back of his solid goalkeeping.

The style of hockey | sought to bring to the group this year was an open free flowing style that encourages
players to take calculated risks in an attempt to increase the number scoring opportunities created during a
game. Our general play was good all year with a few exceptions and the basic skills also improved
throughout the year. | believe that not being able to convert that good play into goals cost us dearly in
competition points so possession and goal scoring skills will be the main focus for the summer along with
special focus sessions for the goalkeepers at the club.
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| learned some fairly tough lessons myself this year particularly in relating to people and how to balance the
interests of an individual to get the best out of them against the greater good of the team. | must also learn a
better way to channel my frustrations into something more constructive, this became very evident in the
middle of the season when one player took exception to my demeanour in the dugout.

This issue with was dealt with quickly and there was minimal disruption to team and didn’t affect the
collective moral. | have managed to control my outbursts and we have seen a general improvement in this
player’s attitude as a result.

| look forward to helping these players further their understanding and skills throughout the summer and |
think if we target specific skills in specific players and keep everyone in good touch for next year we will be
much more competitive next year.

Following their Grand Final appearance in the Sydney Womens Hockey League (SWHL) ML2 competition in
2009, Glebe could have been expected to go into the new season in confident mood. However the close
season loss of Amy Smith, Bec Howe and Nic Fuller was obviously going to leave some huge holes in the
attacking lineup.

Louise Tapsall and Liz Wark also made themselves unavailable for first grade selection. To balance the
ledger, a travelling Dutch hockey player — Maria Bennett — turned up at training one Tuesday evening, and
was quickly drafted into the squad (“she showed some potential” — that was quite some under-statement!!).
Bryony ‘Bozza’ Croft (from one of Bish'’s previous English Clubs) also arrived at training, Jo Symes moved
across from Wenty and Alex Glading stepped up from a strong season with second grade the previous year.

Losing two strong inside-forwards meant that the team were asked to move away from the traditional 5-3-2
formation. By the start of the SWHL competition matches, most players were getting used to the new style of
play — the 1-1 draw with Moorebank felt like a loss as we conceded the equaliser in the last minute.
