Since 1931, when the St James Sports Club first fielded a hockey team, the
foundations of what is now the Glebe District Hockey Club (GDHC) were laid.
Just two years later, in 1933, GDHC was officially born—and we’ve been
proudly representing our community on the hockey field ever since.

For over 90 years, GDHC has been a pillar of grassroots sport in Sydney. We’ve
fielded teams in every season of the Sydney Hockey competition and its
predecessor leagues, building a proud legacy of participation, excellence, and
inclusion. Our junior program began in 1948, and our women’s teams—first
introduced in 1934—have been a vibrant and continuous part of our club since
1977. To date, more than 10,000 players have proudly worn the maroon and white.

A place where people of all ages, backgrounds, and
abilities come together—not just to play a sport, but to build lifelong friendships,
experience a true sense of belonging, and feel part of something bigger. Whether
it's a first game in under-7s, a midweek social gathering, or a celebration of our
club legends, GDHC brings people together in ways that matter.

Junior Hockey

We field teams from 4 to 18 years of age across the key age groups. On average
they play a combine 144 games each season.

Women’s Hockey

We field six teams and play on average 108 games per year. We have a joint
venture with Western Districts Hockey where your sponsorship game promotion
would extend to their games.

Men’s Hockey

We field six teams and play on average 108 games per year. Men’'s Premier
League 1 is live streamed by Sydney Hockey - the team will feature three to four
times/season. Game day promotion would be visible on the games when Glebe
Hockey is playing a live streamed game.

Attendance

On average junior games will have approximately 50 people.
Senior games, particularly on club derby days will have over 100 people attending.
Live streamed games have an additional 200 viewers.
